The Linda Vista Incorporated is a community based, nonprofit organization
that works to provide housing to women and children who are homeless,
along with the time needed to regain a sense of stability and economic
security. The key focus of Linda Vista Incorporated is to provide an opportu-
nity for women to achieve self-sufficiency for themselves and their families.
The Linda Vista program seeks to impact and ultimately replace the nega-
tive, complacent mind-set that often accompanies a lifestyle of poverty and
homelessness with a mind-set that supports success and self-sufficiency.

Services we provide:

Housing

Residents live in fully furnished apartments for up to 2 years. A on-site

Resident Manager monitors and maintains the safety and security of

persons and property at Linda Vista.

Case Management

Each family works along with a qualified Case Manager to develop a

self-sufficiency plan that will meet their needs. The Case Manager

will assist the families in linking to the appropriate resources and services.

Real Life Tools

Participants are required to attend our Real Life Tools Groups held daily

at the Linda Vista site. Real Life Tools Groups were developed to enhance the
participants’ ability to cope with daily stressors, understand personal triggers,
develop healthy relationships, increase self-esteem, develop options for nutritional
meals for their family, maintain balance, make smarter financial choices a
priority, as well as provide an open dialogue for the women to share.

Education and Training

Women will be referred to local organizations that will assist them
with GED preparation, job employability skills, resume building, etc.

Youth Enrichment

Our Youth Enrichment Program provides tutorial support as well as
fun activities, cultural exposure and off-site activities.
